


strat-e-gis Congestion

What can strat-e-gis Congestion do?
• High level results summary of total route journey time, average 

speed and route length.  Tabular view of detailed results.
• Data export into Microsoft Excel giving a range of user defined 

journey time information.
• Thematic maps showing each road on the chosen route or 

network colour coded with average speed or delay for both 
directions. Each road can be selected and interrogated from the 
map to see the journey time values and road attributes.

• Isochrone creation (thematic bands of equal time) to support 
accessibility analysis. Isochrones are used in catchment area 
analysis for a wide variety of purposes including development 
planning, economic regeneration and social inclusion modelling.  
Using strat-e-gis Congestion provides real travel times for 
different times of the day as opposed to theoretical default 
speeds determined by road classification.  As an example,   
inbound and outbound isochrones for the same location during 
the morning peak period differ significantly showing the effect 
of “tidal” traffic flows.
